Part 1: Additional Provisions agreed to by Parent/Guardian

In order to insure the health of all children at Stony Creek, children will not be admitted to Stony Creek on any day when the child exhibits obvious symptoms of illness such as fever, vomiting, diarrhea, contagious disease or excessive nasal discharge.  

The center shall have no responsibility for failure to provide requested medication nor adverse reactions which are caused directly from the administration of medication.

You are required to supply court documentation if a biological parent is not allowed to pick up or have child contact at Stony Creek.

Tuition is to be paid on a bi-weekly or monthly prepay basis.  Payment is due on Friday for the following 2 weeks  or the last day of the month for the following month.  Payment not received by Monday (for bi-weekly payments) or the 2nd (for monthly payments) will incur a $5 late fee for each business day beyond the due date.  Total penalty for any single payment will not exceed 20% of the balance.  If payment has not been received within 5 business days of due date, you will need to make other arrangements until such time that the tuition and applicable fees have been paid in full.

Each family, that attends Stony Creek will be eligible for up to 2 weeks of vacation time per year, for which no fee is charged. Vacation notice must be requested at least 2 weeks ahead of time in order to receive tuition adjustment.

There are no refunds or exchanging of days due to school closings, Holidays, illness, doctor visits, family emergencies or any other absence.  

Families are not charged for Christmas Break (12/24-12/31).

Payments may be made by cash or check,  made payable to Stony Creek Preschool.
There will be a $25 charge for all returned checks.

Stony Creek closes at 6 p.m. sharp!  There is a $1 per minute late charge for every  minute past 6 p.m..

If no contact has been made to pick up a child by 6:30 p.m., the Washtenaw County Sheriff Department will be called to pick up the child.

Stony Creek reserves the right to terminate childcare at any time.  Such reasons may include but are not limited to: non payment of services, lack of cooperation from parent/guardian when working through a behavior problem, disciplining in any way children other than your own while at the center, or the child exhibits special needs that cannot be worked through at the center.

 Staffing:


 Stony Creek Preschool screens its staff and volunteers by checking with:

(1)        the Michigan State Police for criminal backgrounds

(2)        the Family Independence Agency for involvement in child abuse or neglect
(3)         the References provided on the application 

 Program:

(1)         Stony Creek Pre-School will provide a program of daily activities and

       relationships that offers opportunities for the developmental growth of each child

       in the following areas:

(a)  Physical development, including large and small muscle.

(b)  Social development, including communication skills.
(c)  Emotional development, including positive self-concept.
(d)  Intellectual development
(2)
Stony Creek shall permit parents to visit the program for the purpose of observing 


their children at all times.

(3)       Stony Creek shall:



Provide  each child under school age in attendance for 5 or more 




continuous hours a day with an opportunity to rest.



Provide children less than 3 years of age with an opportunity to rest



regardless of the number of hours in care.

Permit children under 12 months of age to eat and sleep on demand.



Provide for daily outdoor play, unless prevented by inclement weather. 

Formula; milk; foods:

(1)  Formula left in a bottle at the end of a feeding shall be discarded.

(2)  When formula is discontinued, all of the following provisions shall apply:

(a)  Stony Creek will provide and use whole homogenized vitamin D-fortified

      milk, unless otherwise directed by the parent or a licensed physician.

(b)  Milk shall be poured into clean cups or bottles having sanitized nipples (to

      be provided by parent).  Excess milk left in a bottle or cup shall be discarded.

(c ) An infant’s mother may choose to visit in order to breast-feed her child or  

      may send expressed milk.

(d)  Nipples shall be thoroughly cleaned and sanitized after each feeding and

before being used again. This sterilization shall be by boiling the nipples for  

not less than 5 minutes. 

(3)  A child too young to sit in a highchair or at a feeding table shall be held in a semi-


sitting position or placed in an infant seat while being fed.

(4)  A child who is unable to hold his or her bottle shall be held when the bottle is given.

(5)  Solid foods shall be introduced to the individual child according to the parent’s or


licensed physician’s instructions.

(6)  Commercial baby food containers that are opened, and foods prepared in the center 


which are stored, shall be covered, dated, and labeled as to the contents and


refrigerated.  The contents shall be used or discarded within a 36 hour period.  A


child shall not be fed directly from baby food containers if the contents are to be


fed to the child at more than 1 sitting.
Part 2:
Provisions agreed to by Stony Creek Preschool 
Formula; milk; foods:
(7)  Formula shall be prepared at the child’s home and placed in assembled bottle unit


before being brought to the center.

(8)  Formula, milk, and perishable foods needing refrigeration shall be refrigerated. 

Formula shall be not be stored longer than 24 hours after opening.  Formula shall be   prepared at the child’s home and placed in an assembled bottle unit before being brought to the center.  Foods shall be covered and labeled as to the contents, date of opening, and the specific child for whom its use is intended.  Foods other than formula shall be used or discarded within a 36 hour period after opening.

(9)  Each bottle and nipple supplied by a parent shall be used for a single feeding only 


and then returned to the parent.

(10) Formula and milk left in a bottle at the end of a feeding shall be discarded.

(11)  When  a center provides formula for the child who is on infant formula, commercially prepared, pre-bottled, ready-to-feed formula shall be provided.  A center shall keep a list of formulas it offers and the number of calories per ounce that each formula provides.  A formula shall be iron-fortified for a child who is less than 6 months of age, unless otherwise recommended by the parent or a licensed physician for the individual child.  Iron fortified cereal, if not already provided the child by 6 months of age, shall be provided when the iron-fortified formula is discontinued, unless otherwise recommended by the parent or a licensed physician for the individual child.  An exception to sub-rule (11) may be made when a center which provides formula is not available for center use and the center is in compliance with all of the following provisions:

a)  All formulas shall be commercially prepared, ready to feed formula.

b)  Each liner shall be for a single use only by an individual child and shall be 


      discarded after use along with any remaining formula.

c)  All formula shall be poured directly from the opened can of formula into clean 

      bottles with disposable liners.

d)  All nipples shall comply with either of the following provisions:

1)  Be disposable nipples, each of which shall be for a single use only by           

      an individual child and shall be discarded after use.

2)  Be reusable nipples, each of which is cleaned after each single use with

      hot detergent water and rinsed thoroughly.  Each reusable nipple shall 

      then be sterilized by boiling fully for not less than 5 minutes in water

      before reuse.  

(12) All liners, nipples, formula and other equipment used in bottle preparation shall be 


prepared, handled, and stored in a sanitary and sterile manner as required to 

safeguard children.

(13) Prepared bottles and opened cans of formula shall be refrigerated until used. 

(14) All opened formula which has not been used within the manufacturer’s stated use


time after opening shall be discarded.  All bottles filled with formula and all 


opened cans of formula must be dated to show the date and time of opening.  An


individual formula for an individual child must be labeled for whom its use is 


intended.  

Part 2:
Provisions agreed to by Stony Creek Preschool
Diapering: toilet training

(1)  All diapers must be disposable or from a commercial diaper service.  If a child’s health condition necessitates that disposable diapers or diapers from a commercial services cannot be used, then an alternative arrangement may be made according to the parent’s or a licensed physician’s instructions.   

(2)  Diapering must be done in a designated diapering area.

(3)  A diapering area and all supplies/equipment are maintained in a safe and


sanitary manner.

(4)  The caregiver’s hands will be washed thoroughly after each diapering, and after


cleaning up bodily fluids, using soap and running water.

(5)  Diapers will be changed when soiled or wet.

(6)  Toilet training shall be planned cooperatively between the child’s primary caregiver and the parent so that the toilet routine established is consistent between the center and the child’s home, and at a minimum, shall include washing hands after each toilet use.  The center shall empty an sanitize all training devices immediately after each use.
(7)  A wash cloth or towel, or both, used in diapering shall not be used subsequently on another part of the  body or for any other purpose until laundered.
Note: This contract is required of all licensed child care centers by 

R400.5105b of the Michigan Administrative Code in it’s entirety.  Please note that Stony Creek does not supply diapers or provide formula.  The Michigan Department of Consumer and Industry Services is required to inspect the child care center and enforce the contract based on the terms provided in this contract.  
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
